
2. AFTER CUTTING, WITH THE TILE UPSIDE DOWN,
REMOVE A BOTTOM RUNNER FROM THE
PORTION TO BE DISCARDED, BEING CAREFUL TO
NOT STRIP THE SCREW HEADS.

3. USING THE BOTTOM RUNNER REMOVED IN STEP 2
TO ALIGN THE HOLES, PRE-DRILL ACCORDINGLY
WITH A CARBIDE BIT ON THE PORTION TO BE
INSTALLED. BE SURE TO MAINTAIN A CONSISTENT
SPACING BETWEEN THE PLANKS.

4. AFTER PRE-DRILLING, SCREW THE RUNNER INTO
PLACE ON THE PORTION TO BE INSTALLED,
RE-USING THE SCREWS REMOVED IN STEP 2.

1. AFTER MEASURING, CUT THE TILE TO THE DESIRED
SIZE WITH A HIGH QUALITY CARBIDE SAW BLADE.
CUT FROM THE TOP AS SHOWN IF USING A HAND
SAW OR TURN THE TILE OVER FOR A TABLE SAW.
